This Month’s Meeting :  
This month our meeting will be the annual Club Picnic, scheduled this year for Sunday, September 

9th, at 1:30 PM, at the Niagara Boat Launch picnic area on Presque Isle, where we have been the last 
two years since we can’t get to Waterworks (due to the Marathon – on again this year), and we like it 
better anyway!  Families / Significant Others are welcome to come join the fun.  For our out-of-town 
members not familiar with the area, the easiest way to get there is to take I-90 to Exit 18 and take 
Route 832 north – Route 832 becomes Peninsula Drive, and goes right on out to the park.  See the 
maps below for directions to the spot where we plan to stake out some tables. 

 

 
The yellow lines are the main road -- take it past the Park Office and look for the Rock Club sign on 

the right side of the road.  If you pass Waterworks, you’ve gone too far. We will be sharing the park with 
the Erie Marathon again, but we’ve done this before and it doesn’t present major problems – just be 
aware that one lane on the main road will be reserved for the runners.  We will stake out some tables, 
and we’ll have a big sign. 
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We plan to eat around 1:30, and start arriving anytime after 12:00.  The club will provide ox roast 

sandwiches, and you are asked to bring a side, salad or dessert to share.   As usual, please call 
Harriet at 814-868-8422 before September 7 th to let me know what you plan to bring so we’ll have a 
good distribution and a head count.  Some cooler space may be available to keep cold things cold, but 
please let me know if you need to take advantage of this.   

In addition to your dish, please bring your own table service and something to drink .  You might 
also want to bring folding chairs.   

We have several new members who joined at the show, and we are eager to meet you all!  This will 
be a good time to get to know one another, and relax and share good food.  If you have ANY questions, 
call me (Harriet) or anyone else listed in the newsletter footer. 

 
We are still looking for a new home, but since we don’t have one yet, we’re also looking at options 

for storage until we do.  We’ve been adjusting our thinking a bit as to what we really NEED as opposed 
to what we WANT.  Our current basement home has areas for lapidary work, for silverwork, for meeting 
space, for display space, and for storage space.  While it would be nice to retain all those functions, 
they would not all necessarily need to be at the same location.  We could meet in many types of 
locations, from public buildings with meeting space (Library?  Tom Ridge Environmental Center?  Area 
Colleges?), to Churches, to people’s living rooms.  Storage might also not need to be all together – it 
would be good to keep as much as possible of the club’s rock supply with the lapidary equipment, 
wherever that goes; but as we have just been reminded, we have a lot of stuff that we only use once a 
year for the Gem Show (cords & rugs, door prize cage & display case, mini-mine and other activity 
supplies) that could easily go in a member’s basement (or members’ basements), and we might find 
somewhere not just willing but happy to provide a semi-permanent home for our “museum” cases.  But 
that still leaves us looking for space to set up and use our lapidary and silverworking equipment. 

We made the decision to go ahead and change venues for next year’s show, to the larger and more 
centrally located JMC Ice Arena.  As it will be the 50th Anniversary of the founding of the Club, we will 
want to make it as special as we can.  Since we will have a good deal more space, we can think about 
expanding displays, demos, and activities – as long as we have people to man them!  So start thinking 
up ideas!  Since we are collectively committed to the continuation of the club, this could be the boost 
we need! 

Also – to help with the move, if anyone has sturdy containers, like plastic milk crates or 5-gallon 
buckets, or anything else that can carry rocks and hold up well, please bring them along! 
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Federation News:  
The September Eastern Federation Newsletter (http://www.amfed.org/efmls/efsept07web.pdf ) has 

an article on the Eastern Federation Convention, this year October 5-6 in Newark, NY (just east of 
Rochester).  They are planning an all-day field trip to Crystal Grove for Herkimers on Monday, which 
many people have off as a holiday.  There is also notice that the American Federation is planning to 
raise dues next year, which will probably require an adjustment in the Eastern Federation dues – and 
we know full well the reasons why, as we recently had to raise our own dues!  But since we did, this 
probably won’t be a problem for us – after all, our current problems are much bigger!  The Safety First 
article is on proper use and care of the various pliers and shears that rockhounds use.  Another article 
lists the 10 most dangerous minerals to work with: Gordon Brown, a professor at Stanford University ( 
http://emsi.stanford.edu/10DangerousMineral.html ) made list of 10 poisonous minerals.. He states that 
#10, cinnabar (mercury), #9 galena (lead), #8 pyrite ( sulfide), #7 fluorite (fluorine) and #6 quartz, in 
particulate form can cause silicosis. Also. #6 (tie) chrysotile, known as white asbestos, can cause lung 
disease; #5 K-feldspar (source of uranium), #4 phenocite (beryllium dust) is highly poisonous; #3 
erionite may induce mesotheliomas; #2 hydroxyapatite can lead to heart valve and arterial deposits; #1 
crocidolite (blue asbestos), is responsible for lung diseases. We must not forget tiger’s eye and 
malachite (both bad asbestos danger). Masks should always be worn when working with the above or, 
in fact, with any dust producing materials, in order to protect ones health.   

The American Federation Newsletter (http://www.amfed.org/news/n2007_09.pdf ) has entertaining 
and informative reports on the June AFMS Convention in Roswell.  At the convention, a new committee 
was formed – an Ad Hoc committee for Inter-regional Field Trips!  The purpose of the committee is “to 
promote relations between Regional Federations and to facilitate individuals and/or clubs to come 
together under a regional trip leader for the purpose of collecting and fellowship.”  If you haven’t been 
on a camping-type field trip with other rockhounds, you might not know how much fun they are or how 
much excitement this may generate!  There are also reports on the current efforts to get a third set of 
gem/mineral commemorative stamps into the works with the USPS (there have been 2 sets of Mineral 
Heritage Stamps, in 1974 and in 1992, and now we’d like to see US gemstones).  The Safety Article is 
on water, and how serious trouble can result from too much (is that beautiful well-protected campsite in 
a flash-flood zone?) or too little (it’s scary how fast dehydration can reduce your ability to cope, and 
maybe even return to your car!).
